STUDENT SCHEDULING  
 

Please take the time to thoroughly review this Course Description Handbook with your parents.  Choosing your classes is 

an important activity that you should not take lightly.  Take into consideration what your teachers recommend, how you 

have done in the past, and what you wish to do in the future.  Parents and students are encouraged to make careful 

decisions when selecting courses, as schedule changes are done on a very limited basis once school begins.  Schedules 

may be changed at any time if a student is in danger of failing, and there is a lower level course available.  Schedules may 

be changed during the first two weeks of school for the following reasons: course level too high or too low, or dislike of 

elective choice.  Schedule changes are only possible if there is space available in the newly requested course.  Schedules 

will not be changed for the following reasons: desire for a different teacher, desire for a different class section, or desire 

for a different lunch period.  Instructor permission may be required for a course change at the discretion of the Principal. 
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ADVISING  
 

Current students will be called to the office to discuss their course selections with an advisor.  At that time, career and 

college goals, graduation and Summa/Magna Cum Laude requirements will be reviewed.  Students will review their 

Individual Progression Plans with the advisor (see samples at the end of this document), and will discuss their athletic 

accomplishments, group memberships, leadership opportunities, and college application preparations.   

 

 

ADMISSIONS POLICY  
 

Father Lopez Catholic High School will admit any student regardless of race, color, creed or national origin after the 

following criteria are considered.  Evaluation of all of the following is necessary before final acceptance as a student: 

1. Completion of registration form, tuition contract, volunteer hours form, medical emergency information form, and 

payment of registration fee 

2. Qualifying score on entrance exam (rising 9
th
 grade students only) 

3. Personal interview with student and parent 

4. Seventh and eighth grade records from previous school  

o In the case of transfer students, an official transcript from previous school  

Á Until this record is received the most recent report card may be accepted. 

5. Attendance and discipline records from previous school 

6. Current physical examination and immunization records ï Form DH 3040  

o For students entering from out-of-state: 

Á A Florida physical examination 

Á Immunization records transferred to HRS Form 680 

7. Students will ordinarily not be admitted after the fourth week of each semester. 

8. If it is discovered at a later time that records used for admission to Father Lopez Catholic High School were falsified, 

or that information provided for admission is inaccurate, the student may be dismissed from Lopez Catholic 

immediately. 

 

REGULATIONS FOR INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS  
1. Student must complete a registration packet and provide a copy of a bank statement or other qualifying 

documentation to verify funds are available to pay for a full year of school. 

2. Student and guardian make an appointment with Kathy Martin in the Office of Schools. 407-246-4900. 

3. The Diocese of Orlando will issue a form I-20.   

4. Student will obtain an F-1 Visa from her/his consulate prior to attending classes. 

¶ The steps above must be completed by September 1, or the student will not be permitted to attend Father 

Lopez. 

5. International students may not audit classes.   

6. Student must be able to read, write, speak and understand English.  

¶ Student must provide a letter from the principal (or principalôs representative) stating that she/he is fluent 

in English (or a score of 500 on TOEFL). 

7. An incoming 9
th
 grader must take and achieve a qualifying score on the Entrance Exam. 

8. An incoming 10
th
 ï 12

th
 grader must provide translated grades from previous school years. 

9. A current Florida Student Health Examination ï Form DH 3040 ï is required. 

10. Immunization records on HRS Form 680 are required. 

 

The I-20 must have a new signature at the end of each year or the student cannot leave the country.  It is the studentôs 

responsibility to get this signature from Kathy Martin in the Office of Schools. If a student leaves the US without getting 

the signature on her/his I-20 form, she/he may not be allowed back into the U.S. 

 

Note:  If international students intend to participate in interscholastic athletics/activities, they must provide a copy of the 

application form from their exchange program.  The program must be approved by the Florida High School Athletic 

Association.

GRADING SCALE  
Honors courses carry 0.5 in added weight value over regular-level courses.  Advanced Placement and Dual Enrollment 

courses carry 1.0 in added weight value over regular-level courses.  The Father Lopez system creates some honors courses 

that are not weighted by the Florida legislature for purposes of State University System admission or Bright Futures 

Scholarship qualification.  

 

FLORIDA STATE COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES  
Florida state colleges and universities require students to have completed two consecutive years of the same foreign 

language and four years of mathematics, to include Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II.  Each post-secondary institution, 

whether a state or private school, has its own entrance requirements; students should consult individual college catalogues 

for accurate information.  
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HONORS COURSES 
Honors courses are offered in mathematics, science, English, foreign language, and social studies.  Since these are in-

depth courses of study, students must have a ñBò average in a subject, or score in the top stanine on a standardized exam, 

and receive instructor permission to register for an honors course.  Individual courses may have more strict prerequisites.  

See course descriptions for more information.  Honors courses are meant to serve as preparation for the Advanced 

Placement courses offered by Father Lopez.  These courses emphasize and develop Pre-AP concepts in the curriculum. 

 
Conceptually, Pre-AP is based on the following two important premises. The first is the expectation that all 

students can perform at rigorous academic levels. This expectation should be reflected in curriculum and 

instruction throughout the school such that all students are consistently being challenged to expand their 

knowledge and skills to the next level.  

The second important premise of Pre-AP is the belief that we can prepare every student for higher intellectual 

engagement by starting the development of skills and acquisition of knowledge as early as possible. Addressed 

effectivelyé the high school years can provide a powerful opportunity to help all students acquire the knowledge, 

concepts, and skills needed to engage in a higher level of learning.

Membership is by selection only, it is not conferred automatically.  In order to be selected to the National Honor Society a 

student must meet several criteria.

If selected, all members must maintain a 3.5 cumulative GPA 

until they graduate.

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SUCCESS PROGRAM 
Recognizing that all students learn differently, Father Lopez Catholic High School has created a Success Program for our 

9
th
 and 10

th
 grade students.  Those students who need additional help to become proficient in mathematics and English 

may be recommended for English with Applied Communications (2 periods per day) and/or Algebra with Intensive 

Mathematics (2 periods per day).  We believe that with additional support in these key areas, our students will all 

experience success at Father Lopez. 

 

FLORIDA HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION  
The Florida High School Athletic Association (FHSAA) has established eligibility rules for interscholastic program 

participation.  All Father Lopez Catholic High School students must satisfy these requirements to take part in any 

interscholastic event.  The specific rules for participation are as follows: 

¶ A student shall not be nineteen (19) years of age before September 1
st
. 

¶ She/he shall carry a normal load of subjects and pass five (5) subjects each grading period. 

¶ She/he shall maintain a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 or above on a 4.0 un-weighted scale. 

¶ She/he shall not participate for more than six (6) consecutive semesters from the time he/she enters tenth grade. 

¶ She/he shall play ONLY for a school team during the season for any given sport. 

¶ A current physical exam, parental permission slip, and medical exam waiver form must be on file at Father Lopez 

Catholic High School. 

¶ A student may participate only one year as a ninth grade student. 

¶ Transfer students must present waiver forms to be eligible. 

 

FLORIDA BRIGHT FUTURES SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM  
Bright Futures offers lottery-funded scholarships for Florida graduates who demonstrate high academic achievement and 

enroll in eligible Florida public or private post-secondary institutions.  Florida high school graduates will be required to 

submit a state application prior to graduation to be eligible for Floridaôs Bright Futures Scholarship program.  

Applications are available on-line at www.floridastudentfinancialaid.org.  Student transcripts will be forwarded to the 

Department of Education by the high school counselor within two weeks of graduation.  Notification of eligibility will be 

sent to the individual.  Please allow 4-6 weeks for eligibility determination.

DUAL ENROLLMENT  (DE) COURSES 
Father Lopez students in 11

th
 and 12

th
 grades may choose to earn college credit while attending high school through our 

Dual Enrollment agreement with Daytona State College.  College courses are offered at no additional tuition cost.  Fees 

for the program include textbooks and some testing fees (see below).  Dual Enrollment courses are college courses for 

academically capable students, taught by qualified Father Lopez Catholic High School faculty members on the Father 

Lopez campus.  Students participating in DE courses are expected to do college-level work and will be held to college 

standards for grading.  All grades earned in Dual Enrollment classes are recorded on an official Daytona State College 

transcript.  All credits earned may be transferred at the discretion of the college or university a student attends.  Once 

enrolled in the Dual Enrollment program, students may also choose to take Daytona State College evening, weekend, and 

summer courses free of charge. 

 

DUAL ENROLLMENT CONSIDERATIONS  
Since Dual Enrollment courses will remain on a studentôs permanent college transcript, it is very important to consider 

whether a student is academically capable of college work while in high school.  Even when capable, students should 

carefully consider whether they have the time to dedicate to college studies.  Transfer of credits to Florida institutions is at 

the discretion of each individual college or university.  Students and parents should contact post-secondary institutions to 

which their children may apply for information regarding DE credits. 

 

ELIGIBILITY FOR DUAL ENROLL MENT  
Students must have a minimum 3.0 un-weighted cumulative G.P.A. and passing scores from any one of the following tests 

to gain admission: 

¶ SAT:  440 Reading, 440 Math 

¶ ACT:  18 Reading, 17 Writing, 19 Math 

¶ CPT (College Placement Test): 83 Reading, 83 Writing, 72 Elementary Algebra  

The CPT should be taken at the end of the studentôs freshman or sophomore year in order to begin Dual Enrollment 

classes in the fall.  Foreign language students are required to take the Assessment of Prior Learning Experience at

ENGLISH AND  LANGUAGE ARTS  
 

As a department we foster effective communication by our rigorous coursework, homework and practical experiences 

in writing, oral and aural exercises. 

 

Regardless of credits earned, all students must take English for every semester that they attend Father Lopez Catholic 

High School. 

 

1001310 ENGLISH I          GRADE 9 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

This course consists of the study of grammar, composition, vocabulary, and literature, as well as 21st 

Century learning skills. Students will practice paragraph development as it relates to essay writing with 

special emphasis on the topic sentence, supporting details, and concluding sentences.  The Six Traits of 

Writing tool is a technique used to develop and improve the skills of individual writers.  Students will 

learn reading from a variety of texts for different purposes.  Students will study beginning research skills 

with emphasis on note taking and documentation of sources.  Students will complete a multi-genre 

research project.  Students will have opportunities to explore diverse genres of literature and to write 

about literature and will prepare a poetry anthology.  Before entering this course, students are required to 

read selections from a SUMMER READING LIST to be published by the English department.  Students 

must be prepared to report details of these readings by the beginning of the school year in August.  This 

course meets the graduation requirement for English. 
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1001320 ENGLISH I HONORS         GRADE 9 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Placement by examination and/or administrator approval. 

This course will encourage academic excellence in English language arts through enriched experiences in 

literature, writing, speaking, and listening.  The content will include, but not be limited to, critical analysis 

of major literary genres and composition instruction focusing on the writing process in creative, logical, 

and critical modes.  Students will frequently practice all aspects of the writing process.  Each student will 

study, in detail, vocabulary with an emphasis on prefixes, suffixes, and derivatives.  Formal speaking 

experiences will be provided and critical skills of listening and observing will be taught.  Before entering 

the honors course, students are required to read selections from an extended SUMMER READING 

LIST  to be published by the English department.  Students must be prepared to report details of these 

readings by the beginning of the school year in August.  All students will complete a comprehensive 

library unit and Inquiry Skills unit and will also prepare a poetry anthology.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for English. 

 

1001340 ENGLISH II          GRADE 10 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Students will study major literary trends and philosophies of world literature.  This course surveys authors 

from Europe, Asia, Africa, and South America as well as selected literary works by U.S. authors.    

Exercises in composition with emphasis on paragraph construction, vocabulary, and grammar are integral 

elements of this course.  Before entering this course, students are required to read and report on selections 

from a SUMMER READING LIST to be published by the English department.  Students must be 

prepared to report details of these readings by the beginning of the school year in August.  This course 

meets the graduation requirement for English. 

 

1001350 ENGLISH II HONORS        GRADE 10 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñBò in English I/Honors and/or permission of instructor.  
The content of this course is a more intensive study of World Literature, including authors from Europe, 

Asia, Africa, and South America.  Major literary trends and philosophies will be examined in detail.  This 

honors course requires students to write with more depth of understanding, with a greater stylistic control 

over content, and with a higher level of precision concerning mechanics.  For this reason, challenging 

exercises in composition, vocabulary, and grammar are integral elements of this course, which includes 

timed essay writing in preparation for the SAT writing section.  Before entering this honors course, 

students are required to read selections from an extended SUMMER READING LIST  to be published 

by the English department.  Students must be prepared to report details of these readings by the beginning 

of the school year in August.  This course meets the graduation requirement for English. 

 
1001370 ENGLISH III          GRADE 11 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

This course includes the study of the development of American literature from the Puritan to 

contemporary periods.  The course investigates the major literary and philosophical trends of American 

authors.  Students will read, analyze, and discuss novels, plays, short stories, poems, and essays by 

American authors.  Writing a research paper using Modern Language Association (MLA ) format is a 

major component of this course as well as formal speaking skills demonstrated through oral presentation 

of research.  In addition, the course provides for intensive practice in timed essay writing in preparation 

for the SAT writing section.  One or two classic literary works may be required home reading each 

grading period.  Before entering this course, students are required to read and report on selections from a 

SUMMER READING LIST to be published by the English department.  Students must be prepared to 

report details of these readings by the beginning of the school year in August.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for English. 
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1001380 ENGLISH III HONORS        GRADE 11 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñBò in English II/Honors and/or permission of instructor. 

This course generally covers the same material as English III, but requires additional reading and writing 

assignments.  English III Honors also requires students to write with more depth of analysis and at a 

higher level in terms of both content and mechanics.  In addition, this course helps prepare those students 

who qualify for the English AP Language and Composition Examination, and it also begins to prepare 

those juniors who qualify for senior AP English.  Two or three classic literary works may be required 

home reading each grading period.  Before entering this honors course, students are required to read 

selections from an extended SUMMER READING LIST  to be published by the English department.  

Students must be prepared to report details of these readings by the beginning of the school year in 

August.  This course meets the graduation requirement for English. 

 

1001400 ENGLISH IV          GRADE 12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

This course consists of an in-depth study of British literature from the Anglo-Saxon period to the Modern 

Age.  Students will develop the ability to comprehend, interpret, and analyze major literary works through 

class discussions and critical essays.  Writing, vocabulary, and grammar skills will be enhanced through 

regular in-class papers.  Students may be required to write a research paper using the MLA format.  

Before entering this course, students are required to read selections from a SUMMER READING LIST  

to be published by the English department.  Students must be prepared to report details of these readings 

by the beginning of the school year in August.  This course meets the graduation requirement for English. 

 

1001410 ENGLISH IV HONORS        GRADE 12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñBò in English III/Honors and/or permission of instructor. 

This course generally covers the same material as English IV, but requires additional reading and writing 

assignments.  English IV Honors also requires students to write with more depth of analysis and at a 

higher level in terms of both content and mechanics.  Two or three additional classic literary works may 

be required home reading.  Before entering this honors course, students are required to read selections 

from an extended SUMMER READING LIST  to be published by the English department.  Students 

must be prepared to report details of these readings by the beginning of the school year in August.  This 

course meets the graduation requirement for English. 

 

ENC1101 ENGLISH DUAL ENROLLMENT       GRADES 11-12 

ENC1102 CREDIT = 2.0 COLLEGE CREDIT = 6.0      FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  ñBò or better in previous honors English class or ñAò in previous regular English 

class, score 50 or better on PSAT Verbal, and permission of instructor.  Students must also apply 

and be admitted to Daytona State College and pass the CPT (college placement test) or achieve 

acceptable scores on SAT or ACT tests.   

This course is designed to challenge the motivated student to perform college level work comparable to 

Freshman Composition, ENC 1101 and Writing About Literature, ENC 1102.   

Freshman Composition requires extensive essay writing in several modes: description, narrative, 

exposition, and argument.    Students will write at least five essays with much supplementary writing to 

gain proficiency in college level composition.  In a final exam, students will demonstrate competency in 

grammar, punctuation, style, and composition.  Writing about Literature requires extensive reading of 

literature in several genres, such as poetry, short story, novel, and drama.  Analysis of literature and 

writing compositions about literature use several different critical approaches, which are frequently 

employed in college classes including: close readings, reader responses, psychological criticism, literary 

history criticism, and biographical criticism.   Students will complete a minimum of five major analyses 

of significant world, American, and/or British literature.  In a final exam, students will show proficiency 

in writing about literature.  This course meets the graduation requirement for English. 

Special Note:  Students planning to attend colleges outside of Florida should verify acceptance of 

dual enrollment credits.  All in-state public universities and many private Florida colleges grant six 

credits for ENC 1101 AND ENC 1102 dual enrollment.  It is the studentôs responsibility to verify 

acceptance of DE credits with the colleges of choice. 
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1001430 ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH  LITERATURE & COMPOSITION       GRADE 12 

  CREDIT = 1.0              FULL YEAR  

Prerequisites: ñAò in English III/Honors or ñBò or better in DE English, score 50 or better on 

PSAT Verbal, and permission of instructor. 

The course is designed to challenge the motivated student to perform college level work during the senior 

year of high school.  Students will be given the opportunity to earn up to six hours of college credit 

through the AP exam given in May.  All students must take the instructorôs final exam for the course and are 

encouraged to take the AP exam.  Critical reading and literary analysis will be emphasized to aid students in 

preparing for the AP exam.  Before entering this AP course, students are required to read selections from 

an extended SUMMER READING LIST to be published by the English department.  Students must be 

prepared to report details of these readings and to submit academic critical articles on selected readings by 

the beginning of the school year in August.  This course meets the graduation requirement for English. 

 

0900330 ISSUES IN HUMANITIES (Focus/ Honors)      GRADE 12 

  CREDIT = 0.5          SEMESTER  

An introduction to the study of philosophy, this course allows Summa students to investigate and 

integrate inter-disciplinary studies in humanities.  Students spend the semester doing advanced reading, 

research, and inquiry into the theory of knowledge, arts, and sciences with special emphasis on in-depth 

reporting of humanities issues that affect modern living. Students are evaluated by progress on individual 

reading programs, group discussions, and reports and projects.  Students will make special studies in the 

elements of argument, rhetorical devices, and successful methods of research reporting with extensive 

practice in writing college level compositions. 

 

 

1005350 LITERATURE & THE ARTS (FILM AS LITERATURE)     GRADE 11-12 

CREDIT = 0.5          SEMESTER 

Prerequisites:  Grades 11 and 12 with a ñBò average in English and permission of instructor.  

Tenth grade Summa or Honors students with permission of instructor. 

The study of film as an art form analogous to literature is the object of this course.  Students will learn the 

language of film and how to critically analyze films in the same way they analyze literature in regular 

English literature classes.  Students will pursue their studies of film by viewing selected content and 

techniques used by famous directors, by researching and writing short papers, and by answering essay 

questions on a quarter and final exam.  No film production projects are required for this course.  

   

 

1005340 CLASSICAL LITERATURE/MYTHOLOGY      GRADE 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5          SEMESTER 

  Prerequisites: Permission of instructor 

This course explores myths, their definitions, origins, and functions in the societies that created themð

both ancient and modern.  The class will read a survey of classical literature in translation (mostly Greek, 

Roman, and Hebrew) to study the mythological worlds of these civilizations.  The impact of these myths 

on western culture as well as the impact of other more recently created myths will be examined.  Students 

will engage in class discussions and readings, write short papers, create original myths for inclusion in a 

class anthology, and develop a project in lieu of final exam. This elective is for students who wish to 

enrich and expand their understanding of both the classical world and the modern civilizations which 

derive from those classical cultures. 
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1001460 APPLIED COMMUNICATIONS  I       GRADE 9 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

  By Placement Only 

This is a course that presents analytical reading and reasoning skills.  Areas covered include: 

organizational skills, reading for comprehension, grammar skills, and paragraph development.  Grammar 

skills will include: punctuation, capitalization, parts of speech, proper sentence structure (elimination of 

fragments and run-on sentences), and identification and use of words that are commonly confused.  

Students will learn to write and to examine narrative, descriptive, and explanatory paragraphs and 

compositions.  Students will learn to study more effectively.  Ninth grade students recommended for this 

course will take it instead of first year foreign language.  Students will enter first-year foreign language 

after completing either this course or the combination of this and Applied Communications II.  This is an 

elective course.  It does not replace English I, nor does it meet the graduation requirement for English. 

 

 

 

 

 

FOREIGN LANGUAGES  
 

The mission of the Foreign Language Department is to prepare students to communicate with fluency in an 

increasingly global society.  Foreign Language study enhances studentsô understanding of English and of the nature 

of language itself.  We encourage studentsô discovery of connections to the French and Spanish speaking worlds in 

their homes and communities.  We strive to provide students with a Christ-centered, intellectual opportunity for the 

transfer of learning to other disciplines.  We create a positive atmosphere for language learning and work to inspire 

enthusiasm for languages and cultures. 

 

0701320 FRENCH I          GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the French language and its culture.  Such a study 

will help students appreciate and function in an increasingly global society.  Students will begin to 

develop communication skills through speaking, listening, writing, and reading.  Basic vocabulary and 

grammar will be learned.  Students are encouraged to participate in the World Languages Club.  This 

course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 

 

0701330 FRENCH I I          GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñCò or better 2nd semester of French I. 

This course is a continuation of French I with increased emphasis on communicative proficiency.  By the 

end of the year, students will be able to express themselves more easily and accurately in the target 

language.  Vocabulary and grammar are expanded, and knowledge of French-speaking cultures beyond 

France is broadened.  Students are encouraged to participate in the World Languages Club.  There is a 

SUMMER ASSIGNMENT for this course.   This course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign 

Language. 

 

0701330H FRENCH I I HONORS       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  ñAò for the second semester of French I, and/or permission of instructor.   
This course is a faster-paced, more rigorous continuation of French I with increased emphasis on 

communicative proficiency.  By the end of the year, students will be able to express themselves more 

easily and accurately in the target language.  Vocabulary and grammar are expanded, and knowledge of 

French-speaking cultures beyond France is broadened.  Students are encouraged to participate in the 

World Languages Club.  There is a SUMMER ASSIGNMENT for this course.   This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 
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0701340H FRENCH I II HONORS       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: French I and French II Honors and/or permission of instructor.   

This course aims for the perfection of daily-life vocabulary and grammar.  All levels of communicationð

speaking, listening, writing, and readingðare strengthened.  Authentic materials from French-speaking 

countries, including music and literary passages, are used extensively.  Students are encouraged to 

participate in the World Languages Club.  There is a SUMMER ASSIGNMENT for this course.  This 

course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 

 

0701350H  FRENCH IV HONORS       GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: French I, II or II  Honors, III Honors and permission of instructor.   
French IV Honors is a comprehensive review and completion of grammar topics, with the goal of 

accurate and authentic second language production, speaking, reading, and writing modern French.  

French movies, music, and written documents will bring students to higher levels of language proficiency 

and a better understanding of French culture and society.  Compositions and conversations round out the 

curriculum.  Students are encouraged to participate in the World Languages Club.   This class is co-taught 

with French IV Dual Enrollment.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 

 

FRE2220/L  FRENCH IV DUAL ENROLLMENT       GRADES 10-12 

FRE2221/L CREDIT = 2.0 COLLEGE CREDIT = 8.0      FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: French I, II  or II Honors , III Honors, and permission of instructor.  Students must 

also apply and be admitted to Daytona State College and pass the CPT (college placement test) or 

achieve acceptable scores on SAT or ACT tests.  Students must also take the APLE (Assessment of 

Prior Learning Experience) in the spring prior to taking this course. 

Access to the Internet at home is required.  Students must enroll in both semesters to meet Summa 

Cum Laude diploma requirements.  Continued practice of oral French and simple readings in French 

literature increase student fluency.  The course includes: grammar review, vocabulary building and 

composition.  Students will develop advanced skills in speaking, reading and writing modern French, 

based on selected readings from novels, magazines, etc.  Three-hour class instruction and two-hour 

language laboratory.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 

Special Note:  Students planning to attend colleges outside of Florida should verify acceptance of 

dual enrollment credits.  All in-state public universities and many private Florida colleges grant 8 

credits for FRE 2220 and FRE 2221 dual enrollment.  It is the studentôs responsibility to verify 

acceptance of DE credits with the colleges of choice. 
 

0701360H FRENCH V HONORS (ADVANCED LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE)  GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR

will learn about and discuss contemporary issues in French society via topics of literary study.  This 

course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language.  This is not an Advanced Placement 

course. 

 

0708340 SPANISH I         GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the target language and its culture.  Such a study 

will be within the framework of helping students to appreciate and to function in an increasingly global 

society.  Students will begin to develop communication skills through speaking and listening, followed by 

writing and reading.  Basic vocabulary and grammar will be presented.  A variety of materials will be 

used and different learning styles will be addressed.  Students may participate in the World Languages 

Club.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 
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0708340A SPANISH I ACCELERATED        GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

  Prerequisite:  Previous study of Spanish, placement test, and permission of administrator.  

The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the target language and its culture in an accelerated 

format.  Such a study will be within the framework of helping students to appreciate and to function in an 

increasingly global society.  Students will begin to develop communication skills through speaking and 

listening, followed by writing and reading.  Basic vocabulary and grammar will be presented.  Common 

regular and irregular verbs will be studied in the presente and pretérito.  A variety of materials will be 

used and different learning styles will be addressed.  Students are encouraged to participate in the World 

Languages Club.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 

 

0708350 SPANISH II          GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñCò or better 2nd semester of Spanish I. 

This course is a continuation of Spanish I.  It has increased emphasis on speaking and writing.  Students 

are expected to express themselves more often in the target language.  Vocabulary and grammar are 

expanded as well.  The textbook may be supplemented by additional literary materials and cultural 

supplements.  Students are encouraged to participate in the World Languages Club. There is a SUMMER 

ASSIGNMENT for this course.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language.   

 

0708350H  SPANISH II HONORS       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  ñAò for the second semester of Spanish I and/or permission of instructor. 

This course is a faster-paced, more rigorous continuation of Spanish I with increased emphasis on 

speaking and writing.  Students are expected to express themselves more often in the target language.  

Vocabulary and grammar are expanded as well.  The textbook may be supplemented by additional literary 

materials and cultural supplements.  Students are encouraged to participate in the World Languages Club.  

There is a SUMMER ASSIGNMENT for this course.  This course meets the graduation requirement for 

Foreign Language. 

 

0708360H  SPANISH III HONORS        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Spanish I and Spanish II Honors and/or permission of instructor.   

In this course the student achieves a conversational level of fluency in the language.  A greater variety of 

reading selections are discussed in the target language according to the studentôs ability.  Conversation is 

increased and verb tenses are applied and reviewed.  Opportunities for enjoyment of customs, ideas and 

heritage increase.   Students will be able to compare and contrast the different customs and celebrations 

within the Hispanic world.  Literature is also introduced at this level.  Students are encouraged to 

participate in the World Languages Club.  There is a SUMMER A SSIGNMENT for this course.  This 

course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 

 

0708370H  SPANISH IV HONORS       GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Spanish I, II or II Honors, III Honors and permission of instructor.  

Fluency and conversation in Spanish are continued in this course.  This course provides a sampling of 

Spanish and Spanish-American literary works with an emphasis on vocabulary, written expression and 

response to foreign literary styles.  Students are given greater opportunities for written self-expression.  

This class is conducted primarily in Spanish. Students are highly encouraged to participate in the World 

Languages Club.  This class is co-taught with Spanish IV Dual Enrollment.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 
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SPN2220/L  SPANISH IV DUAL ENROLLMENT       GRADES 10-12 

SPN2221/L CREDIT = 2.0 COLLEGE CREDIT = 8.0      FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Spanish I, II  or II Honors , III Honors, and permission of instructor.  Students must 

also apply and be admitted to Daytona State College and pass the CPT (college placement test) or 

achieve acceptable scores on SAT or ACT tests.  Students must also take the APLE (Assessment of 

Prior Learning Experience) in the spring prior to taking this course. 

Access to the Internet at home is required.  Students must enroll in both semesters to meet Summa 

Cum Laude diploma requirements.   
Review of grammar and continued practice or oral Spanish.  This class is conducted primarily in Spanish.  

Reading of Spanish and Spanish-American literature.  Special attention to vocabulary building and 

composition.  Readings from newspapers and magazines for purpose of oral and written presentations in 

Spanish.  Three-hour class instruction and two-hour language laboratory.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Foreign Language. 

Special Note:  Students planning to attend colleges outside of Florida should verify acceptance of 

dual enrollment credits.  All in-state public universities and many private Florida colleges grant 8 

credits for SPN 2220 and SPN 2221 dual enrollment.  It is the studentôs responsibility to verify 

acceptance of DE credits with the colleges of choice. 

 
 

0708380H SPANISH V HONORS (ADVANCED LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE)  GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Spanish I, II or II Honors, III Honors, IV Honors or DE, and permission of 

instructor . 

This course is a continuation of Spanish 4. The course is conducted in Spanish.  Students will read and 

discuss diverse literary selections and gain greater insight into the Spanish language and culture.  Students 

will learn about and discuss contemporary issues in Hispanic societies via topics of literary study.  This 

course meets the graduation requirement for Foreign Language.  This is not an Advanced Placement 

course.

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1200310 ALGEBRA I          GRADES 9-10 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  This course is presented as an introduction to 

higher mathematics on the secondary level.  The student studies sets and number lines, numerals and 

variables, sentences, properties of operations, properties of order, subtraction and division of real 

numbers, complex fractions, factors, exponents, radicals, polynomials and rational expressions, graphs 

and open sentences in one and two variables, graphs and methods of solving of quadratic equations.  

Students who fail Algebra I must repeat the course via Florida Virtual School or a certified 

correspondence course. This course meets the graduation requirement for Mathematics. 

 

1206310 GEOMETRY          GRADES 9-11 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Algebra I. 

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  This course develops a logical system of 

Geometry using the inductive and deductive processes of reasoning.  Lines, planes, angles, polygons, 

congruencies, geometric inequalities, parallel lines and perpendicular lines, areas of polygonal regions, 

similarity, circle and spheres, constructions, areas of circles and sectors, volumes of solids, plane 

coordinate geometry, 2 column proofs, and an introduction to trigonometry will all be covered.  Students 

who fail Geometry must repeat the course via Florida Virtual School or a certified correspondence course.  

This course meets the graduation requirement for Mathematics. 

 

1206320 GEOMETRY HONORS        GRADES 9-11 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñAò in previous math course, or top stanine on standardized test and permission of 

instructor . 

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  purpose of this course is to give a rigorous and 

in-depth study of Geometry with emphasis on methods of proof and the formal language of mathematics.  

Students who excel at mathematical problem solving should enroll in this course.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Mathematics. 

 

1200330 ALGEBRA II          GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Geometry. 

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  In this course the student will study number 

systems, coordinate geometry in the plane, linear and quadratic functions, quadratic equations, complex 

numbers, conics, systems of equations in two and three variables, logarithms, exponents, and 

trigonometric functions.  Real-world applications of these topics will also be studied.  This course meets 

the graduation requirement for Mathematics. 

 

1200340 ALGEBRA II HONORS        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñBò in previous math course, or score in the top stanine on a standardized exam and 

permission of instructor. 

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  This course will present an in-depth study of the 

topics of Algebra II with an emphasis on theory, proof, and development of formulae as well as their 

application.  Topics will include, but not be limited to, algebraic structure, first degree equations in one 

and two variables solved algebraically and graphically, systems of equations and inequalities, functions 

and relations, polynomials and rational expressions, exponents and radicals, logarithms, complex 

numbers, conic sections, polynomial equations, sequences and series, permutations, combinations and 

probability, matrices and trigonometric functions.  This course meets the graduation requirement for 

Mathematics. 
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1202340H PRE CALCULUS HONORS       GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñBò in Algebra II/Honors , or score in the top stanine on a standardized exam and 

receive permission of Algebra II instructor.  

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  This course extends the concepts of Algebra and 

Trigonometry, introduces the student to Analytic Geometry, and provides a basic foundation for Calculus.  

This course is intended for the serious college-prep student.  This course meets the graduation 

requirement for Mathematics. 

 

 

1202310 ADVANCED PLACEMENT  CALCULUS AB     GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñAò in Pre Calculus, or score in the top stanine on a standardized exam and receive 

instructor permission. 

Students must have a TI -Nspire graphing calculator.  The purpose of this course is to provide a 

foundation for the study of advanced mathematics.  Topics include: elementary functions, limits an 

continuity, derivatives, differentiation, applications of the derivative, anti-derivatives, definite integrals, 

applications of the integral, the calculus of exponential and logarithmic functions, growth and decay.  All 

students are encouraged to take the AP exam and must take the instructorôs final exam for the course.  

This course meets the graduation requirement for Mathematics. 

 

 

1200400 INTENSIVE MATHEMATICS       GRADES 9-10 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

By Placement Only 

The purpose of this course is to provide an improved mathematical foundation upon which higher level 

courses will build.  Topics will vary depending on the students and their individual needs.  This course 

may be repeated once for credit.  This is an elective course; it does not meet the graduation requirement 

for Mathematics. 

 

1200500 ADVANCED ALGEBRA WITH FINANCIAL APPLICATIONS   GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  Algebra II or higher.  

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  The purpose of this course is to enable students 

to develop knowledge and skills in problem solving, communication, reasoning and connections as 

related to consumer services and personal financial management.  This course meets the graduation 

requirement for Mathematics. 

 

1211300 TRIGONOMETRY         GRADES 11-12 

CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

Prerequisite: Algebra II  or higher.   

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  The purpose of this course is to give students an 

alternative to pre-calculus.  Students will be introduced to radian measures and the unit circle, the six 

trigonometric functions and a variety of trigonometric laws and identities to be used to solve real world 

problems.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Mathematics. 

 

1210300 STATISTICS         GRADES 11-12 

CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

Prerequisite: Algebra II  or higher.   

Students must have a TI-Nspire graphing calculator.  The purpose of this course is to give students an 

alternative to pre-calculus.  Students will collect and analyze data to form hypotheses.  This course meets 

the graduation requirement for Mathematics. 
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PERFORMING AND FINE ARTS  
 

The Fine Arts Department is a Christ-centered community of learners with interest in personal growth and skill 

development in the areas of Visual, Performing, Computer and Media arts. Through artistic exploration and 

expression, we believe that students have the opportunity to develop their problem-solving and critical thinking skills in 

a positive environment through project-based work with focus on the individual, spiritual, historical and technical 

aspects of Fine Arts. 

 

0101300 ART/2-D COMPREHENSIVE I       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

There is a supply list for this class.  The purpose of this course is to develop basic technical skills in the 

following 2-dimensional art forms: drawing, painting, printmaking, and collage.  Students will be 

encouraged to produce original and creative images and communicate their ideas through these 2-

dimensional art forms.  The elements and principles of design and an appreciation of art from various 

cultures and historical periods will also be addressed in this course.  Students will be required to reflect on 

their experiences.  9th & 10th grade students are permitted if space is available. This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

0101330 ART/3-D COMPREHENSIVE I       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

Materials fee:  $25.00.  The purpose of this course is to give students a basic understanding of three-

dimensional art methods, media, techniques, and craftsmanship.  Students will use a variety of traditional 

and non-traditional materials and techniques to demonstrate a beginning awareness of technical processes 

and forms.  This course will address the historical origins, materials, and uses of three-dimensional art 

forms and include the study of contemporary materials and uses of three-dimensional art forms.  The 

study of the elements and principles of design and related vocabulary will enable students to assess the 

aesthetic and functional qualities and merit of three-dimensional works of art.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

0104300 ADVANCED PLACEMENT ART - DRAWING PORTFOLIO   GRADES 11-12 

CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  Art/2-D I, Art/2 -D II, and permission of instructor    

There is a supply list for this class.  The purpose of this course is to give advanced students the 

opportunity to develop quality, concentration, discipline, and breadth in drawing.  The content includes, 

but is not limited to, the following:  experiences in the development of skills in the perceptual and 

conceptual aspects of drawing, and techniques of preparation, presentation, and evaluation of portfolio 

content.  There is a SUMMER ASSIGNMENT  for this course.  This course meets the graduation 

requirement for Performing Fine Arts.  

 

0109350 ADVANCED PLACEMENT STUDIO ART: 2D DESIGN PORTFOLIO  GRADES 11-12 

CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  Art/2-D I and one other art course like photography or graphic design, and 

permission of instructor. 

There is a supply list for this class.  This Advanced Placement course is intended to address a very 

broad interpretation of two-dimensional (2D) design issues. This type of design involves purposeful 

decision-making about how to use the elements and principles of art in an integrative way. It is for the 

advanced student who wishes to seek AP credit through submitting a Portfolio of work for consideration 

by the College Board.  The content includes advanced study of the elements of design (line, shape, 

illusion of space, illusion of motion, pattern, texture, value, and color); advanced study of the principles 

of design including unity/variety, balance, emphasis, rhythm, and proportion/scale; development of 

proficiency in a variety of 2-D forms including but not limited to graphic design, typography, digital 

imaging, photography, collage, fabric design, weaving, illustration, painting, and printmaking; advanced 

study of approaches to representation, abstraction, and expression; development of rationale and criteria 

for inclusion of works of art in an Advanced Placement Portfolio.  There is a SUMMER ASSIGNMENT  

for this course.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 
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0103340 COMPUTER ART: APPLICATIONS TO GRAPHIC DESIGN   GRADES 9-12 

CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Class size limited to 12.  The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop knowledge and skills 

in computer applications of graphic design by applying the elements of art and principles of design.  The 

content includes, but is not limited to use of equipment and materials; art vocabulary and computer 

terminology; media, processes, and techniques; elements of art and principles of design; formal, 

expressive, and conceptual elements; critical thinking and analysis; technological and historical trends 

and events; connections between computer art and other subject areas.  Students will explore Adobe 

Photoshop, Adobe Illustrator, and Adobe InDesign in order to provide them with a basic understanding of 

design issues and practices.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

 

0108310 CREATIVE PHOTOGRAPHY I (DIGITAL)      GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Class size limited to 12.  There is a supply list for this class, and students are encouraged but not 

required to provide their own digital camera.  The purpose of this course is to give students a solid 

foundation in photographic imagery.  In the beginning students will learn the essentials of the digital 

camera, compositional techniques and the basic editing functions of Adobe Photoshop CS3.  Students will 

be required to follow an established workflow procedure in order to maximize the efficiency of their 

photographic production.  Students will be introduced to the history of photography and will use Adobe 

Photoshop CS3 to recreate examples of historical photographic techniques.  This is a very hands-on class 

and in order to gain the most from this class, students must be willing and able to follow directions, work 

independently and spend time outside of class taking photos.  9
th
 & 10

th
 grade students are permitted if 

space is available. This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

0108320 CREATIVE PHOTOGRAPHY II (DIGITAL)     GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Prerequisite: Creative Photography 1. 

Class size limited to 12.  There is a supply list for this class, and students are encouraged but not 

required to provide their own digital camera.  The purpose of this course is to build on the foundation 

in photographic imagery. Students will continue to learn the essentials of the digital camera, 

compositional techniques and enable students to develop an in-depth knowledge of Adobe Photoshop 

CS3.  The course will focus on structured exercises and topic-driven lessons focusing on the more 

advanced features of Photoshop and the photographic process.  As students gain the necessary skills and 

experience, they will develop their own digital imaging style. Students will explore scanning, printing and 

peripherals involved in the digital art field. This is a very hands-on class and in order to gain the most 

from this class, students must be willing and able to follow directions, work independently and spend 

time outside of class taking photos. Students will create a photographic portfolio and will prepare 

photographs for inclusion in local student art competitions.  9
th
 & 10

th
 grade students are permitted if 

space is available. This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

0300310 DANCE TECHNIQUE I        GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

Prerequisite: Permission of instructor. 

This course may be repeated once for an additional 0.5 credit.  The purpose of this course is to enable 

students to develop basic knowledge and skills in varied dance styles through acquisition of technique, 

choreographic skill, aesthetic awareness, and performance quality within a cultural and historical context.  

This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

0300320 DANCE TECHNIQUE II        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

Prerequisite: Permission of instructor. 

This course may be repeated once for an additional 0.5 credit.  The purpose of this course is to enable 

students to develop intermediate-level knowledge and skills in varied dance styles through acquisition of 

technique, choreographic skill, aesthetic awareness, and performance quality within a cultural and 
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historical context. This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts.  

 

1100420 DIGITAL VIDEO PRODUCTION I (FORMERLY: FILM)    GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Class size limited to 16. Students will be required to purchase a 2-pack of Mini -DV tapes ($15.00) 

and Ten (10) DVD-R disks ($5.00).  Prices are estimates and should be less. 

In this elective course, students will learn the art of visual storytelling.  Students will be trained in the 

following fundamentals:  scripting, storyboarding and screenplay writing; a brief introduction to the 

history of filmmaking and classic films; a brief introduction to the roll of the director, cinematographer, 

and lighting director; and the craft of digital video production, including composition, lighting, digital 

video editing, audio, postproduction and special effects.  The course provides students with an 

introduction to moviemaking and gives them the opportunity to produce short films in a workshop setting.  

Each student writes, directs, shoots, and edits his or her own film projects.  Possible project ideas include:   

silent film, thriller, comedy, spoof, stop animation, adaption of short story or poem to film, or a 

documentary.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

  

 

0400310 DRAMA I          GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5 or 1.0      SEMESTER or FULL YEAR   
The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop fundamental skills in the multiple elements of 

theater as a collaborative art.  The content will include, but not be limited to, the following: acting and 

characterization; movement and vocal production; pantomime and improvisation; theater terminology; 

script elements; theater history and influences; technical theater and design; play writing; theater 

production; artistic discipline; audience etiquette; roles and careers in theater arts; relationships between 

theater arts and other subject areas.  This course generally requires students to participate in extra 

rehearsals and performances beyond the school day.  This course meets the graduation requirement for 

Performing Fine Arts. 

 

0400320 DRAMA II          GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5 or 1.0      SEMESTER or FULL YEAR   

Prerequisite: Drama I or permission of instructor. 

Students will be introduced to scene work with two or more actors utilizing techniques acquired in Drama 

I.  Students will be required to participate in the semesterôs production.  This course generally requires 

students to participate in extra rehearsals and performances beyond the school day.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

0400330 DRAMA  III          GRADES 10-12 

CREDIT = 0.5 or 1.0      SEMESTER or FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  Drama II or permission of instructor. 

The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop intermediate-level skills in the multiple 

elements of theatre as a collaborative art.  Students will be required to participate in the semesterôs 

production.  This course generally requires students to participate in extra rehearsals and performances 

beyond the school day.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

0400340 DRAMA I V          GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5 or 1.0      SEMESTER or FULL YEAR  

  Prerequisite:  Drama III or permission of instructor.  

The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop advanced skills in the multiple elements of 

theatre as a collaborative art.  Students will be required to participate in the semesterôs production.  This 

course generally requires students to participate in extra rehearsals and performances beyond the school 

day.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts.   
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0106300 GRAPHIC DESIGN I / YEARBOOK I      GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Computer Art: Applications to Graphic Design (may be waived with permission of 

instructor); a  minimum of 3.0 grade point average cumulative, application to yearbook advisor, 

and permission of current English teacher.  A digital camera and flash drive are encouraged but 

not required.  Summer staff workshop encouraged especially if interested in a leadership role such 

as Yearbook Editor, Senior Staff, Photography or Business Manager.  Class size limited to 12. The 

main purpose of this course is the production of the yearbook.  Students will be required to work 

individually and as part of a team.  All members of the team will be responsible for all aspects of 

producing a yearbook.  Units of study include concept and thematic development, section development, 

reporting and writing stories, headlines and captions, graphic design and marketing.  Adobe InDesign 

CS3 is used to produce the yearbook and students will gain a working knowledge of this industry standard 

page layout software. Upon completion of the Yearbook students will further explore Adobe Photoshop, 

Adobe Illustrator, and Adobe InDesign in order to provide them with a basic understanding of design 

issues and practices. Students will be required to work outside of class on photo or journalistic stories 

based on school events and happenings.  It is important to recognize that yearbook submission deadlines 

must be met; failure to comply with the needs of this class is unacceptable and will result in failure of the 

class.  Self-motivation and the ability to be creative and organized are essential.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

 

0106310 GRAPHIC DESIGN II / YEARBOOK II      GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Graphic Design I/Yearbook I; a minimum of 3.0 cumulative grade point average, 

application to yearbook advisor, and permission of current English teacher.  A digital camera and 

flash drive are encouraged but not required.  Summer staff workshop encouraged especially if 

interested in a leadership role such as Yearbook Editor, Senior Staff, Photography or Business 

Manager.  Class size limited to 12 when combined with Graphic Design I/Yearbook I. The main 

purpose of this course is the expansion of graphic design skills through production of the yearbook.  

Students will be required to work outside of class on photo or journalistic stories based on school events 

and happenings.  It is important to recognize that yearbook submission deadlines must be met; failure to 

comply with the needs of this class is unacceptable and will result in failure of the class.  Self-motivation 

and the ability to be creative and organized are essential.  This course meets the graduation requirement 

for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

 

0400660 INTRODUCTION TO FILM AND ENTERTAINMENT    GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

The purpose of this course is to provide an introduction to all of the many aspects, roles, and careers 

associated with the film and entertainment industries.  The content includes an overview of the many 

facets of television, film and entertainment production, including technical terminology as applied to 

television, film and entertainment; role and influence of television, film and entertainment in history, 

culture, society and individual lifestyles; collaborative work ethic for television, film and entertainment; 

connection between television, film and entertainment and other subject areas; production techniques for 

television, film and entertainment (lighting, sound, scenic design, costuming, make-up, stage direction, 

commercial production, fashion photography, animation, graphic design, stage choreography, as well as 

stage and business management); vocational and recreational pursuits in television, film and 

entertainment; analysis, evaluation and critiquing of television, film and entertainment production and 

design.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 
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1007300 SPEECH I         GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

The purpose of this course is to provide instruction in the fundamentals of formal and informal oral 

communication.  Students will prepare and deliver speeches to inform, entertain, and persuade.  Students 

will use models of professional and historically significant speeches to study structure, form and style of 

good speeches.  This course does not meet the Speech requirement for the Magna Cum Laude and the 

Summa Cum Laude diplomas.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

1007310H SPEECH II HONORS        GRADES 11-12 

CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

  Prior completion of Speech I is not required for this course. 

The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop advanced skills in formal and informal oral 

communication.  The content will include, but not be limited to, the following: formal and informal oral 

communication skills, forms of oral communication, techniques of public speaking, research, 

organization, and writing for public speaking, and analysis and evaluation of public speaking.  This 

course meets the Speech requirement for the Magna Cum Laude and the Summa Cum Laude diplomas 

and the graduation requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 

 

 

1100300 TV PRODUCTION I         GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Class size limited to 16.  Students may be required to purchase miniDV tapes and DVD-RWôs.  This 

course provides opportunities for students to develop skills in basic video camera operation (miniDV), 

scriptwriting and storyboarding, direction and production of video projects, postproduction skills editing, 

and the knowledge of the television production team and the role each member plays.  Students will also 

develop knowledge of the history and evolution of television and video with a brief introduction and 

exploration of TV theory and function.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing 

Fine Arts. 

 

1100310 TV PRODUCTION II         GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Prerequisite: TV Production I and/or permission of instructor. 

Class size limited to 16.  Students may be required to purchase miniDV tapes and DVD-RWôs.  This 

course is a continuation of TV Production I with emphasis on the preplanning of productions, 

independent television projects, and a focus on media literacy.  The student will demonstrate the mastery 

of skills learned in TV Production I and the development of ability to access, analyze, and evaluate 

messages from a variety of media forms.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Performing 

Fine Arts. 

 

1100320 TV PRODUCTION I II        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Prerequisite:  TV Production II and/or permission of instructor.   

Class size limited to 16.  Students may be required to purchase miniDV tapes and DVD-RWôs.   The 

purpose of this course is to develop advanced skills in television production and to synthesize these skills 

in planning, directing, and producing television programs.  The content includes, but is not limited to, the 

following: synthesis of skills in writing, producing, directing, and editing television programs and the 

development of advanced set design.  This is an elective course; it does not meet the graduation 

requirement for Performing Fine Arts. 
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1100330 TV PRODUCTION IV        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Prerequisite: TV Production III and/or permission of instructor.  

Class size limited to 16.  Students may be required to purchase miniDV tapes and DVD-RWôs.  The 

purpose of this course is to gain independence in planning, writing, producing, supervising, and 

performing in television productions.  Laboratory activities are an integral part of this course and include 

hands-on experience in producing television programs. They also include opportunities for students to 

explore creative and original endeavors in producing television programs.  After successfully completing 

this course, the student will specialize in one or more areas of television production and demonstrate an 

independent level of proficiency in one or more areas of television production.  This is an elective course;

8500390  PRINCIPALS OF FOOD PREPARATION (INTRO. TO CULINARY)  GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

 A lab fee of $100.00 is required.  The purpose of this course is to prepare students to understand the 

principles of food preparation, selection and storage, and basic food preparation.  Instruction and learning 

activities are provided in a laboratory setting using hands-on experiences with the tools, equipment, and 

materials appropriate to the course content and in accordance with current practices.  Activities provide 

instruction in: the application of the principles of food preparation, food selection and storage, use of 

small and large appliances, kitchen tools and equipment.  This course meets the graduation requirement 

for Practical Arts.   

 

0200310 COMPUTER APPLICATIONS I       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

The purpose of this course is to provide students with intensive hands-on experience with several pieces 

of software.  Use of commercially available software will be emphasized, which includes word 

processing, spreadsheet, database, presentation and publishing software.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for Practical Arts. 

 

0200330 COMPUTER APPLICATIONS II       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Prerequisite:  Computer Applications I 

The purpose of this course is to provide students with intensive hands-on experience with several pieces 

of software.  Advanced use of commercially available software will be emphasized, which includes word 

processing, spreadsheet, database, and presentation software.  This course is a continuation of Computer 

Applications I (0200310).  This course meets the graduation requirement for Practical Arts. 

 

0200400 WEB MASTERS (WEB DESIGN I)       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Prerequisite:  One other computer course and permission of instructor.  

Purchase of a 1G (minimum) travel drive is required .  This course will cover several areas.  It is 

designed to go more in depth into the Windows operating system, how a computer works, terminology, 

use of web browsers, searching the web, how a network works and learning to use a software package for 

web page design.  The end result will be students completing two websitesðone personal and one 

business site.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Practical Arts. 
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0200385 INTERACTIVE DESIGN (WEB D ESIGN II)      GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER  

Prerequisite: Web Masters (Web Design I) and permission of instructor . 

Purchase of a 1G (minimum) travel drive is required.  This course entails the study of Adobe Creative 

Suite software ðDreamweaver, Flash, and Fireworks.  The student will complete two websites using 

Dreamweaver/Flash and use Fireworks for their graphics program.  This course meets the graduation 

requirement for Practical Arts. 

 

0200370 VISUAL COMPUTER MODELING (COMPUTER ANIMATION)   GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Prerequisite:  One other computer course and permission of instructor.   

Purchase of a 2G (minimum) travel drive is required.  This course entails the study of Flash used to 

create animations. Parts of Flash to be learned include: motion tweens, fades, making buttons, adding 

sound and video to the movie file, etc. The student will complete one cartoon animation with appropriate 

sound effects for their quarter project and an animated music video for their semester project.  This course 

meets the graduation requirement for Practical Arts. 

 

 

0200390 INFORMATION DESIGN        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

Prerequisite:  One other computer course and permission of instructor. 

Purchase of a 2G (minimum) travel drive is required.  This course entails the study of various types of 

softwareðexamples include: PowerPoint, Publisher, Photo Story, Windows Movie Maker, Audacity, and 

how to PodCast. This is a multimedia course designed so that students will learn how to get their points 

across using various types of media. This course will be integrated with other subject areas. The students 

will create a portfolio using each piece of software they have learned in this course.  This is an elective 

course; it does not meet the graduation requirement for Practical Arts.

1506320 HEALTH OPPORTUNITIES T HROUGH PHYSICAL EDUCATION  GRADES 9-10 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

The purpose of this course is to develop and enhance healthy behaviors that influence lifestyle choices 

and student health and fitness.  This course meets the graduation requirement for HOPE (PE/Health). 

 

1503350 TEAM SPORTS I        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

This course will provide students with the opportunity to acquire knowledge of strategies of team sports 

play, to develop skills in selected team sports, and to maintain and /or improve their personal fitness.  

Activities will include: basketball, flag football, soccer, softball, track and field, volleyball, and other 

sports.  This class includes developing individual skill drills and learning team concepts.  This is an 

elective course; it does not meet the graduation requirement for HOPE (PE/Health). 
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1503360 TEAM SPORTS II         GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

The purpose of this course is to acquire knowledge of strategies of team sports play, develop skills in 

selected team sports, and maintain/or improve personal fitness.  The content will include, but not be 

limited to: skills, techniques, strategies, rules, safety practices, maintenance and/or improvement of 

personal fitness.  This class challenges students to organize games and activities.  This is an elective 

course; it does not meet the graduation requirement for HOPE (PE/Health). 

 

1501340 BEGINNING WEIGHT TRAINING       GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

This course will provide students with opportunities to acquire basic knowledge and skills in weight 

training that may be used in physical fitness pursuits today as well as later in life, to improve muscular 

strength and endurance and to enhance body image.  The content will include muscular strength and 

endurance, knowledge of health problems, knowledge of skeletal muscles, knowledge of sound nutrition, 

and knowledge of safety issues related to weight training.  This is an elective course; it does not meet the 

graduation requirement for HOPE (PE/Health). 

 

 

1501350 INTERMEDIATE WEIGHT TRAINING      GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

The purpose of this course is to extend the acquisition of knowledge and the development of skills in 

weight training for current and future physical fitness pursuits, to further improve muscular strength and 

endurance, and to further enhance body image.  The content will include, but be limited to: reinforcement 

of basic weight-training knowledge, safety practices, expansion of weight-training programs by 

incorporating new exercises, increasing resistance, and modifying the number of sets and repetitions, 

various weight-training theories, equipment available in the field to develop muscular strength and 

endurance, designing, implementing, and evaluating a personal weight-training program.  This is an 

elective course; it does not meet the graduation requirement for HOPE (PE/Health). 

 

1501360 ADVANCED WEIGHT TRAINING       GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 

This course is the continuation from intermediate with the added component of goal setting, bi-weekly 

testing in certain areas, and with a personal training component.  This is an elective course; it does not 

meet the graduation requirement for HOPE (PE/Health). 

 

1503400 BEGINNING AEROB ICS        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

The purpose of this course is to develop an individual optimal level of cardiovascular fitness, and acquire 

knowledge of cardiovascular fitness concepts and the significance of it to oneôs health.  The content will 

include the importance and assessment of cardiovascular fitness, health problems associated with 

inadequate cardiovascular fitness levels, psychological values of cardiovascular fitness including stress 

management, and safety.  This is an elective course; it does not meet the graduation requirement for 

HOPE (PE/Health). 

 

1503410 INTERMEDIATE AEROBICS        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

The purpose of this course is to develop on an advanced level an individual optimal level of 

cardiovascular fitness and acquire knowledge of cardiovascular fitness concepts and the significance of it 

to oneôs health.  This is an elective course; it does not meet the graduation requirement for HOPE 

(PE/Health). 
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1504500    TENNIS I          GRADES 10-12 

CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER  

This Tennis course focuses on the principal area essential to understanding both the practical and 

theoretical aspects of Tennis. As well as fostering enjoyment in physical activity, it will encourage 

students to develop an understanding of the interaction between theory and practice by focusing on the 

performer and performance. 

 

1504510 TENNIS II          GRADES 10-12 

CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER

2003310 PHYSICAL SCIENCE        GRADE 9 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Corequisite:  Algebra 1 

The purpose of this course is to provide opportunities to study the concepts of matter, energy, and forces, 

and their applications through exploratory investigations and activities. The content should include, but 

not be limited to, the following: unifying concepts and processes of science, structure of atoms, structure 

and properties of matter, chemical reactions, entropy and conservation of energy, interactions of energy 

and matter, motions and forces, interactions among science, the earth, technology, and society.  This 

course meets the graduation requirement for Science. 

 

2000310 BIOLOGY I          GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  Score in the top stanine on the entrance exam. 

This course covers the major areas of biological sciences, such as technology in Biology, cellular biology, 

the animal and plant kingdoms, the human body, genetics, and microbiology.  The development and 

demonstration of good laboratory techniques are important aspects of this course.  The course also 

provides students with a body of biological information. Participation in the Science Fair may be 
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required.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Science. 

 

2000320 BIOLOGY I HONORS       GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Algebra 1, ñBò or better in previous science course, and score in the top stanine on 

entrance exam. 

This course will provide an in-depth look into the biological sciences.  Topics will include but will not be 

limited to: cellular biology, survey of the animal and plant kingdoms, human biology, genetics, 

microbiology, ecology, evolution, and bioethics.  Lab work is an integral part of this course.  Participation 

in the Science Fair will be required.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Science. 

 

 

2000340 ADVANCED PLACEMENT  BIOLOGY      GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Chemistry Honors and permission of instructor.  A placement test may be required at 

the discretion of the science department.   

This course is the equivalent of two semesters of college Biology.  Topics will include, but not be limited 

to: cellular biology, molecular biology, genetics, DNA technology, structure and function of organisms, 

cell energenics, ecology, evolution, human biology, and organismal biology.  Preparation for the AP 

exam and test taking techniques will be included.  Lab work is an integral part of this course.  Students 

may be required to participate in labs after the last period of the day (with prior notice).   Science fair 

participation may be required.  All students are encouraged to take the AP exam and must take the 

instructorôs final exam for the course.  This course meets the graduation requirement for Science. 

 

2003340 CHEMISTRY I         GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: Biology and Algebra I.  Corequisite: Geometry or Algebra II. 

Chemistry is the study of matter.  Students are introduced to chemistry, including chemical formulas and 

equation, atomic and molecular structure, equilibria, and gases.  Basic laboratory experiments are done or 

observed.  Participation in the Science Fair may be required.  This course meets the graduation 

requirement for Science. 

 

2003350 CHEMISTRY I HONORS        GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñBò in Biology or Biology Honors, and instructor permission.  For students in grade 

9, a passing score on the Chemistry placement test is also required. 

The purpose of this course is to provide students with a rigorous study of the composition, properties and 

changes associated with matter.  Content will include heat, changes in matter, atomic structure, the 

periodic table, bonding, formulae and equations, mole concept, gas laws, energy and order, reaction rates 

and equilibrium, solutions: acids, bases, salts, and organic chemistry.  This course meets the graduation 

requirement for Science.  Participation in the Science Fair will be required. 

 

2003380  PHYSICS I         GRADE 12 

CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisites:  Biology, Chemistry, and one other science course. 

The purpose of this course is to provide opportunities to study the concepts, theories, and laws governing 

the interaction of matter, energy, and forces, and their applications through exploratory investigations and 

activities. The content includes unifying concepts and processes of science; energy; force and motion; 

dynamics; wave characteristics; conservation of energy and momentum; heat and thermodynamics; 

electricity; magnetism; interactions among science, technology, and society.  This course includes 

laboratory investigations which incorporate the use of measurement, problem solving, laboratory 

apparatus, safety procedures, and experimental procedures. This course also includes the use of 

mathematical processes, graphical representation, and data analysis.  This course meets the graduation 

requirement for Science.

2003390 PHYSICS I HONORS        GRADE 12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisites: Biology, Chemistry, ñBò in Pre-Calculus or Trigonometry and permission of 

instructor . 

The purpose of this course is to provide advanced opportunities to study the concepts, theories, and laws 

governing the interaction of matter, energy, and forces, and their applications through exploratory 

investigations and activities. The content includes unifying concepts and processes of science; energy; 

force and motion; dynamics; wave characteristics; conservation of energy and momentum; heat and 

thermodynamics; electricity; magnetism; interactions among science, technology, and society.  This 

course includes laboratory investigations which incorporate the use of measurement, problem solving, 

laboratory apparatus, safety procedures, and experimental procedures. This course also includes the use of 

mathematical processes, graphical representation, and data analysis.  This course meets the graduation 

requirement for Science. 

 

2000360 ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY HONORS     GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisites:  Biology Honors and Chemistry Honors or permission of instructor.   

The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop an understanding of the relationships between 

the structures and functions of the human body.  Students will explore the body through case studies, 

laboratory investigations, models and diagrams.  Major concepts include, but are not limited to:  

Implementation of scientific habits of mind; application of scientific knowledge, methodology, and 

historical context to solve problems; use of laboratory technologies; terminology; cells and tissues; 

homeostasis ï positive and negative feedback response; human genetic, growth and development; body 

composition, structure, and function; connections between anatomy, physiology, medicine, Latin 

terminology, technology, society, and the environment.  This course meets the graduation requirement for 

Science. 

 

 

2002500 MARINE SCIENCE I         GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

  Prerequisite: Biology and Chemistry. 

Marine Science is a multi-disciplinary field, which includes: marine chemistry, geology, physical 

oceanography, marine ecology, marine biology and atmospheric studies.  Student success is dependent on 

a basic understanding of the principles in marine science and their influence on one another.  Mathematics 

will often be integrated into this subject. However, it will not be beyond level of application.  This course 

meets the graduation requirement for Science. 

 

 

SOCIAL STUDIES 
 

The Father Lopez Social Studies Department is a dynamic group of educators who seek to inspire students who are 

critical thinkers and responsible citizens of their community and the world.  This is accomplished through meaningful, 

integrative, value based, challenging, and active teaching and learning practices. 

 

2109310 WORLD HISTORY         GRADES 9-10 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

This course is a broad survey of world history from pre-historic times to the 20th century.  Special 

emphasis is given to those areas of the world which now command great attention, namely Europe, the 

Middle East, the former U.S.S.R., and the Orient.  The historical development of religion, philosophy 

technology, and the arts is also studied.  This course meets the graduation requirement for World History. 
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2109320 WORLD HISTORY HONORS       GRADES 9-10 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  ñAò in previous social studies course, and/or ñAò in previous English course, and 

permission of instructor.   For 9
th

 grade students, the highest stanine on the entrance exam and 

administrator approval  are required. 

The purpose of this course is to provide the opportunity to acquire a comprehensive understanding of the 

past in terms of what has been interpreted about the development of humanity.  This is done by analyzing 

the political, economic, social, religious, military, dynastic, scientific, and cultural events that have 

shaped and molded humanity.  Implicit in this is an understanding of the historical method, the inquiry 

process, historical reasoning and interpretation and the issues of external and internal validity.  

Appropriate concepts and skills will be developed in connection with the content that follows.  Content 

includes geo-historic development in time/space, comparative views of history, the origin and 

development of contrasting political theories and philosophies, the roles of science and technology as a 

social catalyst, nationalism as a cohesive force in history, the diversity of economic thought and practices 

in the world, an analysis of the influence of major figures and events and interpretations concerning the 

historical development of our present world order.  This course meets the graduation requirement for 

World History. 

 

 

2109420 AP WORLD HISTORY        GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

The purpose of the AP World History course is to develop greater understanding of the evolution of 

global processes and contacts in different types of human societies. This understanding is advanced 

through a combination of selective factual knowledge and appropriate analytical skills. The course 

highlights the nature of changes in global frameworks and their causes and consequences, as well as 

comparisons among major societies. It emphasizes relevant factual knowledge, leading interpretive issues, 

and skills in analyzing types of historical evidence. Periodization, explicitly discussed, forms an 

organizing principle to address change and continuity throughout the course. Specific themes provide 

further organization to the course, along with consistent attention to contacts among societies that form 

the core of world history as a field of study. College world history courses vary considerably in the 

approach used, the chronological framework chosen, the content covered, the themes selected, and the 

analytical skills emphasized. The material in this Course Description presents the choices that the AP 

World History Development Committee has made to create the course and exam. These choices 

themselves are compatible with a variety of college level curricular approaches. 
 

2100310 AMERICAN HISTORY        GRADES 10-11 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  World History . 

This course enables the student to achieve an understanding and appreciation of the historical background 

of the United States and its relationship to other nations of the world.  Students learn chronological events 

from the Civil War to the present.  This course meets the graduation requirement for American History. 

 

 

2100320 AMERICAN HISTORY HONORS       GRADES 10-11 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  ñAò in World History  or ñBò in World History Honors. 

This course enables the student to achieve an understanding and appreciation of the historical background 

of the United States and its relationship to other nations of the world with additional readings and a 

greater depth of study.  The time period covered will include events from the Civil War to the present.  

This course meets the graduation requirement for American History. 
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2100330 ADVANCED PLACEMENT  UNITED STATES HISTORY    GRADES 10-11 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  ñAò in World History  and permission of instructor. 

This course challenges the student who is academically capable in concepts of American History.  It will 

cover exploration and colonization of America, the American Revolution and the Confederation period, 

Jeffersonian Democracy, the Jacksonian Era, western expansion and the growth of slavery and Civil War 

Reconstruction, industrialization and urbanization of America, the Progressive ERA, World War I and II, 

the Great Depression, and New Deal, the Cold War years and the Korean and Viet Nam wars, 1970ôs & 

1980ôs.  This course has a SUMMER READING LIST . Students must be prepared to report details of 

these readings by the beginning of the school year.  Students must take the instructorôs final exam for the 

course and are encouraged to take the AP exam.  This course meets the graduation requirement for 

American History. 

 

2106310 AMERICAN GOVERNMENT       GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

Prerequisite:  World History and American History . 

Students will be provided with an opportunity to acquire an understanding of American Government and 

political behavior.  Content will include: an analysis of those documents which shape our political 

traditions, a comparison of the roles of three branches of government at the local, state, and national 

levels, the role of political parties, special interest groups, and the rights and responsibilities of citizens.  

This course meets the graduation requirement for American Government. 

 

2106320 AMERICAN GOVERNMENT HONORS      GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

Prerequisite: World History, American History, and permission of instructor.   

We the People.  This instructional program enhances studentsô understanding of the institutions of 

American constitutional democracy through the consistent use of critical thinking and primary document 

analysis.  At the same time, students discover the contemporary relevance of the Constitution and the Bill 

of Rights.  This course meets the graduation requirement for American Government. 

 

2106420 ADVANCED PLACEMENT U.S.  GOVERNMENT AND POLITICS  GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite:  World History, ñAò average in American History,  permission of instructor. 

This course is an extended and in-depth study of the workings of our federal system of government.  

Focus is placed on the conception of the U.S. Constitution as well as the debate between the Federalists 

and the Anti-Federalists.  Further emphasis is placed on the functions of the three branches of government 

as well as the system of checks and balances.  Students will study the strategies of presidential and 

congressional campaigns and the role of the media in them.  Specific attention will be paid to the shaping 

of the U.S. foreign and domestic policy from 1789 to the present. Students will be expected to exercise 

critical thinking, analytical thinking, and writing skills.  This course integrates the We the People 

curriculum.  A culminating activity is a simulated congressional hearing.  Students must take the 

instructorôs final exam for the course and are encouraged to take the AP exam.  This course meets the 

graduation requirement for American Government. 

Special Note:  Credit for this course is awarded as follows:  0.5 credit (Semester 1) for 2106460 The 

American Political System Honors: Process and Power, and 0.5 credit (Semester 2) for 2106420 AP 

U.S. Government and Politics.  The first semester alone does not meet the Father Lopez graduation 

requirement for American Government.  Both semesters must be completed to meet graduation 

requirements. 
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2102310 ECONOMICS         GRADES 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

Prerequisites:  World History and American History . 

The purpose of Economics is to provide the student with the opportunity to acquire an understanding of 

the way in which society organizes its limited resources to satisfy unlimited wants.  The student will be 

introduced to the major characteristics of the mixed market economic system in the United States and 

how the basic economic questions are answered.  This course meets the graduation requirement for 

Economics. 

 

2103400 ADVANCED PLACEMENT HUMAN GEOGRAPHY    GRADES 9-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

Prerequisite: ñAò in previous yearôs social studies course and permission of instructor.  For 9
th
 

grade students, the highest stanine on the entrance exam and the English placement test, and 

administrator approval  are required.  

This course is an Advanced Placement course and is the equivalent of a survey college geography course.  

Students will study patterns and processes that shape human use, understanding, and alteration of the 

Earth.  It will emphasize the 5 themes of geography and focus on the use of space and the interconnection 

of people and places on the Earth and throughout time.  Geographic concepts studied will be location, 

place, space, pattern, regionalization and globalization.  Mapmaking and data interpretation will be used 

to interpret geographic concepts.   There is a SUMMER READING ASSIGNMENT  for this course, 

available on the Father Lopez website.  This is an elective course; it does not meet graduation 

requirements for Social Studies. 

 

2107300 PSYCHOLOGY  I        GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

This course will provide students with the opportunity to acquire an understanding of human behavior, 

behavioral interaction, and the progressive development of individuals.  Content will include: the methods 

used by psychologists, human growth and development, self-concept development, adjustment, 

motivation, intelligence, conditioning and learning, memory, and personality. This is an elective course; it 

does not meet graduation requirements for Social Studies. 

 

2107310 PSYCHOLOGY II         GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2  

  Prerequisite:  Psychology I 

  This course will continue with topics discussed in Psychology I with an emphasis in psychological dis- 

orders, treatment, and social psychology. Specifically, abnormal behavior, stress, and mental health and 

therapy will be explored.  This is an elective course; it does not meet graduation requirements for Social 

Studies. 

         

 

2107350 ADVANCED PLACEMENT PSYCHOLOGY     GRADES 10-12 

  CREDIT = 1.0         FULL YEAR  

  Pre-requisite: Permission of instructor.  For 10
th

 grade students, PSAT Writing score > 55. 

Through the study of psychology, students in the course will acquire an understanding of and an 

appreciation for human behavior, behavioral interaction, and the progressive development of individuals.  

This will better prepare them to understand their own behavior and the behavior of others.  The content 

includes the following:  research methodology, biological bases of behavior, sensation and perception, 

states of consciousness, learning, cognition, motivation and emotion, developmental psychology, 

personality, abnormal psychology, the treatment of psychological disorders and social psychology.  

Psychology 2107300 is not required prior to taking this course.  This is an elective course; it does not 

meet graduation requirements for Social Studies. 
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2120910 PHILOSOPHY HONORS       GRADE 11-12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER  

Pre-requisite: Permission of instructor.  PSAT Writing score > 55.     

    

The learner will explore the foundations of philosophy through a historical exploration of the great 

thinkers. The course will focus on the definition and application of philosophy, appropriate vocabulary, 

and the notion that everyone should be engaged in the ódoingô of philosophy. The content should include, 

but not be limited to, the following: definition and application of philosophy, vocabulary of philosophy, 

master philosophies, and development of a personal philosophy. 

 

 

THEOLOGY

All students are required to take Theology for every semester that they attend Father Lopez Catholic High School, in 

accordance with diocesan and school standards.  As an integral part of the Theology curriculum, Christian service is 

required of every student.  The minimum number of hours is as follows:  Freshmen-15; Sophomores-20; Juniors-25; 

Seniors-40. 

 

0000000A  THEOLOGY 9 - INTRODUCT ION TO CATHOLIC CHRISTIANITY I  GRADE 9 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

This course is an overview of the fundamental beliefs and practices of the Catholic Christian faith.  It will 

provide students with an understanding of Catholic Christianity.  The course topics will include:  our 

roots in Judaism, the Creed, the Trinity, the Paschal Mystery, the seven sacraments, the Mass, Holy Days, 

Feast Days, prayer and worship. 

 

 

0000000B  THEOLOGY 9 - INTRODUCTIO N TO CATHOLIC CHRISTIANITY II  GRADE 9 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

This course is the continuation of the topics discussed in Introduction to Catholic Christianity I.  The 

course topic will maintain a particular focus on liturgy and the sacraments of the Catholic faith. 

 

0900400 THEOLOGY 10  ï INTRO.  TO THE BIBLE I - HEBREW SCRIPTURES  GRADE 10 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

This is an introductory course to the Old Testament of the Bible.  It is designed to help students learn how 

to read the Bible as well as understand the major themes of the Hebrew Scriptures.  Students will gain a 

general appreciation for the Scriptures.  It is a prelude to the study of the New Testament of the Bible. 

 

 

0900410 THEOLOGY 10 ï INTRO. TO  BIBLE II - CHRISTIAN SCRIPTURES  GRADE 10 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

This course is an introductory course to the New Testament of the Bible.  It will include a comprehensive 

study of the four gospels, the Acts of the Apostles, selected writings of St. Paul and the Book of 

Revelation.  History, prayer, and reflection are used to make the sacred writings useful in the 

contemporary life of the student. 

 

0000000D  THEOLOGY 11 - VOCATIONS/CHURCH HISTORY     GRADE 11 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

The purpose of this course is to present the historical development of Christianity from the perspective of 
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contemporary Catholicism.  This perspective gives one the freedom to appreciate the depth and richness 

of the evolution of the Church.  From the Pentecost event to the developments in the post-Vatican II 

world, an emphasis will be placed on the countless individuals who have shaped the Catholic Church as 

witlessness of faith. 

 

2105350  THEOLOGY 11 - CHRISTIAN MORALITY      GRADE 11 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

The purpose of this course is to provide a background and initiate discussion of morality based on 

teaching of the Catholic Church and acceptable societal standards of morality.  It is hoped that as a result, 

students will be able to choose values that will sustain them in the moral challenges that every human 

person faces in life. 

 

 

2105310 THEOLOGY 12 - WORLD RELIGIONS       GRADE 12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 1 

This course examines the basic doctrines and current status of the major religions of the world.  It looks at 

their origins, beliefs, and practices.  It proposes a definition of religion and discusses the role of religion 

in todayôs world.  Particular emphasis will be placed on the Abrahamic western religions of Judaism, 

Christianity and Islam, exploring their practices and beliefs. 

 

2104320 THEOLOGY 12 - SOCIAL JUSTICE/DEATH AND DYING    GRADE 12 

  CREDIT = 0.5         SEMESTER 2 

This course will familiarize the student with economic, political and cultural aspects of global social 

justice issues such as: discrimination, poverty, the environment, oppression and war.  It will emphasize 

the Christian responsibility of response to these issues.  All students perform community service.  The 

death and dying aspect of the course will cover the reality of death, social aspects of death, and the 

religious and spiritual understandings of death. Additionally, ideas on these topics will be presented from 

writers such as Elisabeth Kubler-Ross, M.D.    
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
